Outdoor Markets Management Plan
Bridge Street
Site
1. Stalls will be wholly sited in the lay-bys with no encroachment onto the footway or running lane 
2. Only areas designated on plans shall be used.
3. Street furniture will be left in situ (where practicable), however for larger markets some furniture may need be re-sited or removed (only with prior agreement from Chester City Council).
4. Access to telephone booths must be maintained, allowing for the full opening of the telephone kiosk door.
5. Markets in Bridge Street will be confined to lay by areas and must not encroach onto central roadway.
6. Walkways must be provided between stalls to allow access across the lay-bys. To achieve this, a 3 metre gap shall be provided between every row of two stalls in Bridge Street, i.e. 2 x 3m-wide stalls then 3m gap.
7. Stalls to be open both street side and road side in Bridge Street
8. Existing street traders will be accommodated in the agreed location as per their street trading licence

9. Where possible, stalls should be sited so that there is no direct competition between retailer and stallholder, e.g. a stall selling alcohol should not be given a pitch adjacent to a pub or bar. 
10. Sites to be used as follows: -

Bridge Street – no more than 15 days per annum, although it is likely to be 6/8 days per annum and on Sundays only.
Plan of site

1. An exact layout plan showing stalls, fire lanes, routes through and separation distances at a scale of 1:100 or 1:200.  copies to be submitted to Cheshire Highways, Cheshire Police, Cheshire Fire Brigade and Chester City Council. These plans have to be agreed in writing by each agency prior to the commencement of that market. This should be submitted 6 working weeks prior to the market.

2. In addition County Highways will survey the area prior to the market and afterwards to determine any damage to the surface, If the damage has been caused by the market then the operator will be liable for any cost of repair. It will be in the market operator’s interest to liaise with County Highways and agree a pre and post meeting re surface condition.

Quality Thresholds

1. Types and quality of markets to be agreed with the Executive Member responsible for Outdoor Markets and any of his delegated representatives.
Fire

1. Access Routes for Fire Service Vehicles must be maintained.
2. Egress from and access to buildings must be maintained to allow for evacuation of public and entry of Fire Service Personnel.

3. Access to Fire Hydrants must be maintained.

4. Access to Dry Risers must be maintained.

5. Fire Risk Assessments must be completed for stalls – the operator shall provide fire-fighting equipment for stall holders, particularly those with cooking facilities, LPG cylinders, etc.

6. A scale plan (1:100 or 1:200) of the proposed market area shall be submitted to the Fire Brigade for approval prior to commencement of each market.
Licences

1. Each site shall have a premises licence for alcohol sales and/or entertainment.
2. There shall be a personal licence holder at each market where alcohol is to be sold.
3. The Challenge 21 Rule shall be used at all markets and stalls where alcohol is sold.
4. All markets must either be run by Chester City Council Markets or be licensed under the Market Charter.
Wheeled Vehicles

1. Wheeled vehicles are not allowed in Bridge Street during restricted times unless express permission has been granted in writing by Chester City Council in consultation with County Highways and Cheshire Police prior to the event starting. 
2. The operation of all markets will accord with the existing Traffic Regulation Orders i.e. will not be in a restricted area unless prior permission given

3. All vehicles must be parked off site, normally this will be in the Little Roodee Car Park at an agreed cost per vehicle per day

Structures

1. Consent is needed from Cheshire County Council under Section 115 of the Highways Act 1980 together with affected frontagers, to place objects or structures on the Public Highway.
Waste

1. It is the responsibility of the operator to ensure the proper disposal of waste via a licensed waste operator at their own cost.
2. The use of public waste bins is prohibited and could result in the operator being liable for additional charges. 
3. The disposal of waste liquids, e.g. oil, is not permitted in the normal street drains.
Services

1. Where Chester City Council services are used – water, electricity, car parking, etc. – these will be charged at an appropriate commercial rate in advance.
Hygiene Regulations

1. All food outlets must conform to the current food and hygiene regulations

Health & Safety

1. All food outlets must conform to the current health and safety regulations.
Insurance

1. All markets must carry a minimum of £5 million public liability insurance.
Al Frescos
1. All current Al Fresco sites to be allowed for in market plans (Based on County Highways plans for these al frescos). No market stall to be less than 3 metres from licensed al fresco site.

2. Future licences to take into consideration market locations and a clause built in that outdoor market has precedence over the al fresco but will work with the proposed al fresco site to minimise disruption.
Communications

1. Contact details for the organisers and the on-site management of the market must be provided before the commencement of the market.
2. A designated contact must be on site at all times.
Supervision and Management

1. The Market Team at Chester City Council will be responsible for ensuring that all markets comply with all conditions of this Management Plan.

2. Failure to comply with the conditions of this Management Plan could result in operators being refused permission to hold subsequent markets.

3. Any changes to this management plan must be agreed with the Executive Member responsible for outdoor markets
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
